 Characters and actors :

Aunt Emma - (the old woman of years 70 in a long skirt, with a shawl on her    shoulders, with a bunch, points on a forehead and knitting in hands) was born in Liverpool. At the moment lives in Scotland. 

Samantha - Aunt Emma‘s granddaughter is from Scotland, she has arrived to aunt Emma to study.14 years old. 

Isabella- Samantha’s friend from Ireland - (Dublin)- 14 years old
Alice – from America (state Washington) – 14 years old 

Kate – a girl from Russia (Moscow) 14 years old 

The Girls- Isabella , Kate and Alice have arrived to study on a school exchange and live  at  Samantha’s.

The first scene: 

One autumn evening Granny Emma is sitting in a soft armchair, knitting and singing quietly.
Samantha: Hello, Granny, what are you singing? 

Gr.Emma: Well, here I am recollecting my youth, the Beatles. I lived in Liverpool at that time.. 
I lived with my family in Liverpool till  I was 19 years old, and then moved to London to study. We lived in Liverpool in the neighborhood with John Lennon.  

Samantha: Oh, really? I can hardly believe it! 

Gr.Emma: My mum and John's aunt – Mimi were very close friends. 

Samantha: Wait, dear granny, don’t tell anything so far.! My friends are coming now, and you ‘ll tell them everything about the Beatles and your youth! Ok?

Gr.Emma :Ok .
 (There is a bell ringing  at the door)
Samantha: Here they are!
Second scene
Samantha opens the door. Girls enter and greet Samantha. 
 
Samantha: Hi, girls!  Want to introduce you to my Granny , her name is Emma. And these are my friends- Elis, Kate and  Isabella. They ‘ve arrived to Scotland to study at our  school on an exchange . 
Gr.Emma: Hello, girls! Nice to meet you. 
 
Isabella:     It is  so pleasant to get acquainted with you! 
 
Alice and Kate: Oh , yes ,and we are glad too.
 
Samantha: My grandmother  was just going to remember her meeting with the group of the Beatles and the city of Liverpool ,so you have come on time! 
 
Kate: Fine! I really adore this group! 
 
Isabella: But  unfortunately  I heard very little about  them.  
 
Samantha: Anyway, my grandmother will tell us about the Beatles. Yes, granny? 
 
G.Emma: Of course (certainly)! My God! It’s 5 o’clock ! Let's have tea! 
Everybody takes a seat  round the table.Grandmother poursl tea into the cups..

G.Emma: 20 years ago I lived in the town of Liverpool it’s in  England,it  is located along the eastern side of the Mersey Estuary. It was founded as a borough in 1207. Liverpool is located to the northwest from London. f Liverpool is built across  Everton Hill.  

Alice: I heard that Liverpool attracted immigrants from  all Europe during the first part of the 20th century. 

G.Emma: During the Second World War the strategic importance of Liverpool was recognised by both Hitler and Churchill. 

Kate: And I know that one of the most famous locations in Liverpool is the Pier Head, known as the trio of the buildings - the Royal Liver Building, the Cunard Building and the Port of Liverpool Building. Liverpool Cathedral is regarded as one of the greatest buildings of the twentieth century.The Anglican Cathedral, is the largest Cathedral in Britain and the fifth largest in the world. 
G.Emma: The value of Liverpool's architecture was recognised and in 2004 several areas throughout the city centre were granted World Heritage Site status by UNESCO. 

Isabella: And is it true, that Liverpool is known  as a port  that well-known and  legendary ship "Titanic" left then? 

G.Emma: Yes, it is true. Liverpool has more galleries and national museums than any other city in the United Kingdom apart from London. Liverpool was a hot bed of young musical talents during the 1950's and early 60's. Located within Liverpool's historic Albert Dock, museum “The Beatles Story”, transports you on an exciting journey into the life, times, culture and music of the Beatles, how four young lads from Liverpool were propelled to the dizzy heights of worldwide fame and fortune to become the greatest band of all time. Here it’s possible to see some amazing and rare Beatles artifacts. 

Sam: The popularity of The Beatles contributes to Liverpool's status as a tourist destination. Тourism forms a significant part of the city's modern economy. In 2007 the city celebrated it’s 800-th anniversary, and in 2008 it held the European Capital of Culture title. 
Alice: The impact the Beatles band had in the world cannot be overestimated. All who listened to their music were touched. So how did the Beatles revolution begin? 

Kate: They developed their friendships during their school days at Quarry Bank and Liverpool Art School. Although The Beatles became true friends, they came from very different areas of Liverpool. John Lennon was from the Woolton Village area of Liverpool, a green suburb of South Liverpool. Paul Mc Cartney lived at 20 Forthlin Road in Allerton which was only a few miles from John's 'Mendips' home. Ringo was from Dingle, a more working class area of Liverpool and George was from Wavertree, one of Liverpool's oldest areas and not too far from the city centre.

Isabella: I know that, John Winston Lennon was born on the  9th of October  in1940 in the Liverpool Maternity Hospital, Oxford Street, during the course of a German air raid in World War II. John was named after his paternal grandfather, John, and Winston Churchill.  

Kate: What were his parents? 
 

Emma: His Mother, Julia, worked as a cinema usherette. His Father, Alfred (Freddie), was a ship's steward and away at sea. John had three siblings, Julia, Jackie and Victoria. John’s mother Julia left him, so Lennon lived with his Aunt Mimi and her husband George Smith, who had no children of their own, in Woolton, in a house called "Mendips" (251 Menlove Avenue). Mimi bought volumes of short stories for Lennon. George, was a dairyman on  his family's farm, engaged Lennon in solving crossword puzzles, and bought him a harmonica. 

Sam: Did Julia visit John? 

G.Emma: Yes, she visited Lennon in Mendips almost every day.
She taught Lennon how to play the banjo. John loved his mother very much, but on the 15th of July  in1958, when Lennon was 17 she  died in the accident in Menlove Avenue. After her death John Lennon and Paul McCartney became close friends, because Paul also lost his mother because of cancer. 

Alice: In 1952 Lennon  appeared in high school aged 11.To John the school was a challenge. He was known as a "happy-go-lucky" pupil, drawing comical cartoons and mimicking his teachers. His marks were so poor. His third-year report read: "Hopeless. Rather a clown in class. A shocking report. He is wasting other pupils' time. «By the final term, he was 20th in the class: the bottom of the bottom class. 
       John had a few problems at school due to his turbulent childhood but his Quarry Bank Head Teacher saw his potential and encouraged John to continue his studies.
     Lennon sang in chorus and published the hand-written magazine, which  illustrated himself. His favorite books at that time were «Elis in the country of miracles» and « A wind in willows».
       Lennon decided that he wanted to try making music himself. John's Aunt Mimi lent him the money to buy  Gallotone Champion guitar. Mimi  hoped that Lennon would grow bored with music, was skeptical that he would be famous. 
     But in March 1957 the band «The Quarrymen» was founded by John Lennon at the Quarry Bank School.

G.Emma a:* (Reads verses .The melody sounds)

Kate :My father told me something about Paul. James Paul McCartney was born on June 1942 at Walton Hospital, Liverpool, to James McCartney, cotton salesman, and Mary Patricia McCartney, midwife.  Paul had one sibling, a brother by the name of Michael.
Mary Patricia McCartney died.From then on, Jim McCartney  brought up Paul and Michael single-handedly, as well as holding down a full-time job. Paul's family moved to 20 Forthlin Road, Allerton, Liverpool 18. 

McCartney's father was a trumpet player and pianist and encouraged his two sons to be musicians. Jim, wanted him to become a teacher but Paul was more interested in music. McCartney's father gave him a nickel-plated trumpet, but when skiffle music became popular, McCartney swapped the trumpet for acoustic guitar. McCartney wrote his first song "I Lost My Little Girl". He later learned to play the piano and wrote his second song, "When I'm Sixty-Four". 

Isabella: He attended the Joseph Williams Junior School, and passed the 11-plus exam in 1953 with three others out of the 90 examinees and thus gained admission to the Liverpool Institute. He often found himself up before the headmaster for six of the best. Spring 1953 In his final months at Joseph Williams Primary School, Paul was awarded a prize at a ceremony in Picton Hall, Liverpool, for an essay he had written about the Queen's coronation. 

Alice: In 1954, while riding on the bus, from the suburb of Speke, where he lived, to the Institute, he met George Harrison, who lived nearby. After that, Paul began to join George in the Harrisons' front room, where they played their way through his chord books. 

Kate: On  the 6th of  July  in 1957, Lennon met McCartney the St. Peter's Church Woolton Garden fête at the Woolton Parish Church in Liverpool during a performance by the Quarrymen. McCartney's father told his son that Lennon would get him "into a lot of trouble", but later allowed The Quarrymen to rehearse in the front room . There, Lennon and McCartney began writing songs together. Lennon and McCartney usually needed an hour or two to finish a song.
     Paul: "At Woolton village fete I met him. I was a fat schoolboy. «I met up with John backstage in this little church hall and I played. They were all impressed 'cos , and later they asked me to join."

Alice: George Harrison was born in Liverpool, England, on the 25th of February  in1943,the last of four children to Harold Hargreaves Harrison and his wife Louise. George's Father was Harold Hargreaves Harrison, bus conductor. His Mother, Louise Harrison, was an assistant in greengrocer’s . He lived in 12 Arnold Grove, Wavertree, Liverpool. 

Isabella: Where did he study? 

Alice: His first school was Dovedale Primary School, very close to Penny Lane, the same school as John Lennon who was a couple of years ahead of him.In 1954 he attended the Liverpool Institute High School for Boys. Paul Mc Cartney was already at the Institute  .
     George disliked school greatly. He was rebellious, flouted  regular school uniform and wore  his own clothes.
     George's mother bought him a Dutch Egmond flat top acoustic guitar. On his father's advice, he took music lessons, but since he preferred to learn 'by ear' he never paid much attention to them.
     When Harrison was 14 years old, he sat at the back of the class and tried drawing guitars in his schoolbooks: “I was totally into guitars”.
     McCartney told Lennon about his friend George Harrison. Although Lennon considered him too young to join the band, Harrison hung out with them and filled in as needed. By the time he was 16, Lennon and the others had accepted him as one of the band. Since Harrison was the youngest member of the group, he was looked upon as a kid by the others for another few years.

Sam: Richard Starkey (Ringo Starr) was born on 7th of July in 1940, at home in 9 Mandryn Street, Dingle. His Father, Richard Starkey.His Mother was Elsie Starkey. Sadly Elsie and Richard divorced in 1943 ,when he was three years old and she and Ringo moved to 10 Admiral Grove, Dingle. To make ends meet, Elsie worked as a barmaid. No.10 Admiral Grove was a tiny two up two down. Ringo lived there from the age of six until his fame with the Beatles. As a youngster, Ringo attended St. Silas Infants School. While at this school, he suffered the first of many illnesses.Starr was afflicted by illness for much of his childhood. Aged six, he contracted appendicitis, which developed complications, causing him to fall into a coma.
     At thirteen, he developed chronic pleurisy and was admitted to a sanatorium for two years. While in hospital, Ringo took an interest in drumming. In April 1953, Ringo's Mum married Harry Graves who bought Ringo his first drum kit.
     After this extended hospital visit he did not return to school. The periods of hospitalization left him behind scholastically, and as a result he was ineligible to attend grammar school or even sit its Eleven plus qualifying examination.
     Starr went to Dingle Vale Secondary Modern School, leaving in 1955. There, he showed an aptitude for art and drama as well as practical subjects including mechanics.
         Like John Lennon, Paul McCartney and George Harrison, Starr became caught up in Liverpool's skiffle craze. Аdopting the stage name "Ringo Starr" because of the rings he wore and because it sounded "cowboyish", and his drum solos were billed as "Starr Time". Starr met The Beatles performing in Hamburg.

Kate: Musicians had to play a material large quantity a scene, therefore besides rock'n'rolls they played blues, a rhythm-and-blues, national songs, old variety and jazz numbers, modifying them in rock'n'roll stylistics.  Such everyday work and ability to play music of any genre of a steel one of defining factors in formation of talent The Beatles.         
Isabella :And where were they rehearsing their songs? 

Emma: Since spring of 1961 «The Beatles» began to act in the Liverpool club "Cavern". 

Kate: «The Beatles»  dared to create the whole collection of romances for teenagers.

Alice Lennon and McCartney began to write together  their own songs, thus they  decided to give them double authorship.  

Isabella: Reads verses: And listen to this :

Kate: Lennon found allies in a pair of new members: Paul Mc Cartney and George Harrison. . 1960 - In his final year of Аrt school in Liverpool, John forms a group with Paul, George. After a series of name changes, the group decided on The Beatles.
     The word Beetles («bugs») is simple had no double sense; only with replacement «e» on «a» there was an original word: if to say it, it was heard «beetles» but if to see its printed the root «beat» (as bit music at once was evident). The group received more and more offers to act — as a rule, in pubs and small clubs. Their skill as musicians steadily grew 

Sam: On October, 13th, 1963 it is considered to be birthday of «Beatles-mania» — a phenomenon of deafening popularity of which wasn’t repeated till now by any group of the world. «The Beatles» then acted in the London hall «Palladium», where their concert was broadcast in the program «Sunday Night at the London Palladium» all over the country. The program  collected 15 million people , but thousands of young admirers and fans  preferred to pass transfer and  filled adjoining to a building of a concert hall of street in hope to see musicians not on the screen, and in  life. 

Alice :The success left stunning. Hundreds and thousands of American teenagers demanded «to bring the magnificent four» to the USA. Triumphal tours The Beatles to the other  side of Atlantics began. In 1965 «The Beatles»visited  Europe, North America, Australia and South East Asia. 
     They participated  in constant international tours, making movies and writing hit songs. 

Isabella: I know that On August, 15th 1965,   a fantastic performance  of«The Beatles» before 55 thousand spectators at the New York stadium «She» took  place. The composition of Paul McCartney «Yesterday» written during this period is till now the most popular song in repertoire of  more than 500 players. 
     «For the outstanding contribution to business of prosperity of Great Britain» the English queen awarded the order  of British Empire to the musicians. Rewarding ceremony took place on October, 26th in the Buckingham.
     The Beatles achieved recognition from the British Establishment when they were appointed Members of the Order of the British Empire in the 1965 Queen's Birthday Honours. 

     G.Emma: Lennon was always considered the leader of the group, as McCartney explained: "We all looked up to John.He was older and he was very much the leader - he was the quickest wit and the smartest and all that kind of thing". John handled almost all of the lead vocals, with the other members adding back-up support during the choruses. 

Sam:While leading features Paul and John, Ringo flawlessly performed his duties. In addition, he did not suffer from ambition, possessed a peace-loving nature and wonderful sense of humor.  
 

Alice :«I really consider  «Yesterday» to be  my favourite song, - Paul McCartney in 1980 said –“ It was one of the most sincere songs of everything, I have ever written”.
Isabella:Аfter their landmark album Sgt. Pepper's Lonely Hearts Club Band  the sudden death of Brian Epstein(1967) changed the dynamic within the group. "I knew we were in trouble then", Lennon  said. I was scared". Lennon reached out to American music executive Allen Klein to take the helm.
      Lennon left the group in September 1969, but agreed not to make an announcement while the band renegotiated their recording contract.It became known when McCartney issued a self question-and-answer interview in April 1970, declaring that he was no longer a member of The Beatles. 
     To this day, researchers argue on the true reasons of disintegration of «the magnificent four». Тhe main reason is, probably, that «The Beatles» just got tired of each other and from that time they were  intolerable  to each other and their life as megastars pop and rock music was over. 
     September 3, 1971 - John leaves the U.K. for New York, never to return. 

Alice: Last single of «The Beatles» and the strongest composition «Let It Be» - the fine sample of spiritual creativity.

Sam: On a general recognition, full-length animation «the Yellow submarine» (1967) became large good luck «The Beatles» in the cinema. The main idea of the film is a fight for peace and happiness. On the invented planet of Pepper land in a case four heroes (in them easily to learn «The Beatles») meet. The planet is grasped by severe creatures. And heroes struggle against the villains.
   G.Emma:  Musicians seriously hoped that songs and love are capable to destroy harm and violence. In a cartoon film preacher’s hymn «Everything that is necessary for you...» John Lennon performed. And it became  a tragical victim of harm not invented, but real.
Kate: Mark Chapman, the hired killer,  shot John in an emphasis on the 9th in 1980. 

Isabella: With group disintegration also the era «The Beatles» came to an end. But emotional influence of their music appeared unexpected even for musicians, so «The Beatles» became the phenomenon in our life and almost all   our planet .They   appeal  to a society as a whole – young and old, working and intelligence, to  different nations. They got tired of tours, therefore and The Beatles  ended.  

G.Emma: They  wanted to become independent singers.  
 
Alice: And then each of them acted separately. 
 
Kate: And they wrote many good songs.  
 
Sam: It doesn’t matter which of them wrote this or that song . either John, or George... 
 
All together (chorus): - But they are our history! But it’s another story. The End! 

 Loudly music Yellow Submarine plays and All participants of the project join hands and sing in chorus (Yellow submarine) And together bow.
